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Abstract

The objectives of this research are: 1. To study basic information about the teaching
management competencies by integrating the sufficiency economy philosophy of teachers
to promote entrepreneurship among students at Nong Ma Seaw School. 2. To create a
learning management competency model by integrating the sufficiency economy philosophy
of teachers to promote entrepreneurship among students at Ban Nong Mae Saew School. 3.
To experiment with the use of a learning management competency model by integrating the
sufficiency economy philosophy of teachers to promote entrepreneurship among students
at Ban Nong Mae Saew School. And 4. to evaluate the results of using a learning management
competency model by integrating the sufficiency economy philosophy of teachers to
promote entrepreneurship among students at Ban Nong Mae Saew School. The research
methodology is divided into 4 stages: Stage 1: Study of basic information, Stage 1.1: Study of
documents, concepts, theories, and related research, Stage 1.2: Study of components and
development resistance, group of 6 informants, Stage 1.3: Study of current conditions,
problems, and needs, group of 7 informants, teacher survey and focus group discussion, and
Stage 1.4: Study of 5 best practice schools, which were selected through purposive selection,
Stage 2: Model creation, Stage 2.1: Model drafting, Stage 2.2: Model verification. The group of
informants for the draft format review consisted of 9 people and the group of informants for
the format review consisted of 13 people. In Stage 2.3, the preparation and evaluation of the
format manual consisted of 13 informants who were selected through purposive selection.
Stage 3: Trial of the model: Stage 3.1: Study of teachers' learning management competencies,
group of 7 informants; Stage 3.2: Study of learners' entrepreneurship, group of 30 informants
selected through purposive selection; and Stage 4: Evaluating the results of the model use.
stage 4.1 Evaluation of the use of the model, 44 informants. Stage 4.2 Evaluation of teacher
satisfaction, 7 informants, selected by purposive sampling. The research instruments used
were: 1) Document synthesis form 2) Interview form 3) Questionnaire 4) Group discussion

record form 5) Model evaluation form 6) Manual evaluation form 7) Understanding test form



8) Learning management plan evaluation form 9) Supervision evaluation form 10)
Characteristic evaluation form 11) Evaluation of use form and 12) Satisfaction evaluation
form. Data analysis was conducted by content analysis and using statistics, including
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The research and development results
were summarized as follows:

1. The results of the study of basic information on the competence of learning
management by integrating the philosophy of sufficiency economy of teachers to promote
entrepreneurship of students at Ban Nong Mae Saew School found that teachers had
opinions on the current situation and needs at a high and highest level, respectively. 0.84 of
PNl odified and from the group discussion, it was found that there was a need for a model of
competence of learning management by integrating the philosophy of sufficiency economy
of teachers to promote entrepreneurship of students at Ban Nong Mae Saew School.

2. The results of the development of the learning management competency model
by integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy for teachers to promote
entrepreneurship in students at Nong Mae Saew School consisted of 5 components: 1.
Concepts and principles 2. Objectives 3. Process 4. Measurement and evaluation and 5.
Success factors. In the process stages, they consist of Stage 1: Preparation and awareness
creation (Awareness) Stage 2: Administrators develop learning management competency by
integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy to promote entrepreneurship in
students at Nong Mae Saew School in all aspects (Holistic Approach) Stage 3: Measurement
and evaluation of the success of learning management competency development by
integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy to promote entrepreneurship in
students at Nong Mae Saew School (Assessment) The results of the evaluation of the model
found that overall, the quality in terms of appropriateness, consistency, feasibility and
usefulness of the model were at a high, high, most and most levels, respectively. The results
of the evaluation of the model user manual found that overall, the format, content and
implementation were at the highest level in all aspects.

3. The results of the experiment using the learning management competency model
by integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy of teachers to promote
entrepreneurship of students at Ban Nong Ma Saew School found that
1) The learning management competency of teachers, teachers had an average score of
understanding about education for entrepreneurship, integrating the philosophy of the
sufficiency economy after joining the project, which was significantly higsher than before
joining the project at a statistical level of .05. Teachers had higher competency in designing

learning management according to the education for entrepreneurship, integrating the



philosophy of the sufficiency economy at a statistical level of .05. Teachers had higher
competency in managing learning according to the education for entrepreneurship,
integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy at a statistical level of .05. And 2)
Entrepreneurship of students found that students had an average score of understanding
about education for entrepreneurship, integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy
after joining the project, which was significantly higher than before joining the project at a
statistical level of .05. And students had an overall assessment of entrepreneurial
characteristics at a high level.

4. The results of the evaluation of the use of the learning management competency
model by integrating the philosophy of the sufficiency economy of teachers to promote
entrepreneurship of students at Ban Nong Ma Seaw School found that 1) the results of the
use of the model found that overall it was at a high level. 2) the results of the evaluation of
teachers' satisfaction found that overall it was at the highest level.
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
